I work with Brent Smith at SEDCorp. We are most supportive of the CPUC’s efforts to make the CASF requirements consistent with the ARRA, including the scheduling changes proposed by Commissioner Chong to establish a New Filling Plan for California Advanced Service Funding Projects. We especially support the CSAF policy changes which remove the CPCN and WIR requirements. 

The Gold Country Consortia would like to comment on the New filing Plan  as recommended in the cover letter over the Proposed Decision of Commissioner Chong.  However, the requirements for electronic filing are quite long and complex, including sending all the Gold Country Consortia’s comments to the Service List, which is very long. 

Is there a shorter more direct way to support the CPUC?  Many of our Gold County Consortia are small business people with limited resources and they are currently committed to producing qualifying stimulus proposals.   Is there a less cumbersome time consuming method?  Perhaps if they could just send e-mails to the Commission lending our support for the New Filling Plan before the 29 June 2009 comment window closes?  Perhaps the Commission has an electronic method for forward our e-mail  comment to meet the requirements of  Rules 1.9 and 1.10 and ALJ-188.
