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Free Wi-Fi Connectivity Now Available at the Arcata/Eureka Airport

 

 
McKinleyville, CA -- Free wireless Internet access is now available at the Arcata/Eureka Airport Terminal in McKinleyville.  The new Wi-Fi network is sponsored by the County of Humboldt Department of Public Works Aviation Division and the Redwood Technology Consortium (RTC).  C4I Security of Eureka installed and will manage the network.

 
Passengers with Wi-Fi enabled laptops or PDAs can connect to the Internet to check their email, download important documents and surf the Web from anywhere in the airport terminal.  Access is free and does not require users to install or use proprietary software.  The Arcata/Eureka Airport now joins a relatively small group of airports nationwide that offer free Wi-Fi service.  
 
"The airport is pleased to provide this free service for our passengers and visitors," said Jacquelyn Hulsey, Airport Manager.  "We hope this will improve our passengers' travel experience by allowing them to stay globally connected while at the airport."

The Arcata/Eureka Airport is managed by the Humboldt County Department of Public Works Aviation Division.  It serves over 200,000 passengers per year with direct flights to Los Angeles, Portland, Redding, Sacramento and San Francisco.
